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Radiograph
Transmission of Energy
X-rays produced from a CRT
Transmitted through the patient
Either pass through, or are blocked
Depending upon the tissue they strike
Detected on the other side
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Radiographs: Limited for Soft Tissues Radiographs
i k. Advantages
i ‘ : Readily Available & Quick
Exposure < 1 second

Disadvantages
Poor Visualization of Soft Tissues
Requires Contrast Agent
lodine-based (Intravenous)
Barium (Oral, Rectal)
2D Projection Image of 3D Patient
Need to have Multiple Views
Aone View = N &
